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Reaching out to Jesus

Our readings for the Twenty-Ninth Sunday in ordinary time invite us to reflect on our faith
journey. In the first and second readings, there is a unique theme. A theme that focuses on Jesus
as a suffering servant.

In the Book of Isaiah, Jesus is presented as the suffering servant who sacrificed himself for our
sins. In the Book of Hebrews, Jesus is referred to as the high priest who acts as an intercessory
agent between God and the people. Jesus became man and suffered for us. St. Paul reminds us
that Jesus understands and knows our struggles and sufferings. He knows what it feels like to face
challenges in life. He has gone through it. In the Gospel of Mark, Jesus reminds us that our
invitation is to follow him through service. It is through service that we enter the life of Jesus,
responding to the Will of God.

This Sunday’s readings encourage us to approach life with faith in Jesus. Our world offers us many
challenges. They come in different forms and in numerous ways. As humans, we easily feel
discouraged or give up when we experience the challenges the world presents to us. However, the
readings give us a sense of comfort and encouragement. Jesus invites us to look upon him and
share our concerns with him.

By doing so, we can find solace and strength to face our struggles. In embracing this relationship,
we are reminded that we are never alone in our battles; Jesus walks alongside us, providing

guidance and hope amidst the turmoil.
